PUPILS & TEACHERS

State law requires the following:

1. There should be sufficient textbooks and instructional materials.  Each student, including English learners, must have a textbook or instructional materials, or both, to use in class and to take home.
2. School facilities must be clean, safe, and maintained in good repair.  
3. There should be no teacher vacancies or misassignments.
4. Pupils, including English Learners, who have not passed one or both parts of the high school exit examinations by the end of the 12th grade are entitled to receive intensive instruction and services for up to two consecutive academic years after completion of the 12th grade, or until the pupil has passed both parts of the examination, whichever comes first.
5. The California Constitution requires that public education be provided to students free of charge, unless specifically authorized by law for a particular program or activity.  Pupils shall not be charged fees, including security deposits or be required to purchase materials or equipment to participate in class or an extracurricular activity.  A school district must investigate all complaints.  A response is required if the complaint is not anonymous and a response is requested.  Complaints can be anonymous. If a violation is found, a remedy must be implemented within 30 working days.  Dissatisfied complainants can appeal to the SPI, who must respond within 30 working days.  The return of feed to all payers is mandated.

If you ever feel that these requirements are not being met, you can obtain a Uniform Complaint Form in the school office.  The principal will work with you to address and resolve the issue.
