SUBJECT:  Rookies Drill Meet 2015 

1. The Knight Battalion is proud to host the 16th annual Rookies Drill Meet on Saturday, 5 December 2015 at Katella High School.  Only First Year Junior ROTC cadets and midshipmen are eligible to compete.  The drill meet will commence at 0830 hours and be completed NLT 1400 hours.

2. This competition will provide a challenging but less stressful and fun competition for first year cadets/midshipmen.  Many times these cadets/midshipmen are overwhelmed at the intensity of competitions and of the judges, specifically Drill Instructors.  As a result, many choose not to compete at all.  To avoid such stress, judges for this drill meet are Katella High School senior level cadets and have been instructed not to intimidate, verbally or physically, and to approach their duties with calm demeanor.  Cadets and Midshipmen will find competition is really a fun learning experience and truly a confidence builder.

3. Competition will be held at the squad level with 10 to 13 cadets/midshipmen, formed up in three 3-4 person squad formations.  Schools will not be given extra consideration for more than 13 competitors.  To be eligible for the sweepstakes award, schools must compete in the Armed and Unarmed events in the inspection phase, regulation phase, and exhibition phases and 1 Color Guard Team.  Be advised, there will be more points awarded for the armed events.

4. A one-time registration fee of $80 (if paid before 14 November 2015) allows a school to enter one team, armed or unarmed, plus one color guard team, to all phases of the competition (inspection, regulation and exhibition).  Cost goes up after 15 November to $100.  In addition, all team members of those teams get to compete in armed and unarmed tap outs.  If schools choose to enter additional teams in other events, the registration fees are listed in Enclosure 1.  Teams (armed or unarmed) must maintain team integrity during all phases of the competition.  Unit commanders will verify their units’ integrity.

5. As there will be other sports events (tennis, basketball and soccer) being held at the same time in different parts of the PE fields, the competition site is located to the southwest part of Katella HS.  Basketball courts will be used for the drill pads.  Please note: Both regulation and exhibition pads will measure 80 feet by 80 feet.  Parking will be on the West Parking Lot and schools can locate their own base areas based on the diagram in Enclosure 4.  As the snack area is one of our primary fundraising events, please take advantage of the food and drinks, which will be available at nominal cost.  

6. Due to time constraints, you can register to compete in the Rookies Drill Meet by calling 

714-209-8691 or 949-439-3764, by faxing your registration to 714-535-3991 (Attention: JROTC) or by e-mail to edisonag@hotmail.com.   Once registered, your team(s) will be scheduled to compete.  Schedules will be provided NLT 20 November 2015.  If you know other schools who would like to compete, please have them contact our office, at the telephone numbers listed above.

7. For your information, since the judges will be from Katella High School, teams from Katella  High School will compete only for unit report points and will not be considered for placement in any competitions.  However, they will be allowed to compete in the Armed and Unarmed Tap Out.  Note:  Judging for the tap out will be by Army Instructors.

8. 1-Person Individual Armed Exhibition Competition is added this year.  This event is not scheduled but the drill pad will be open for scheduling from 0930 to 1130 hours.  This means cadets can schedule themselves when they are ready.  First come, first served.  In addition, time for the Individual Armed Exhibition is 1 to 2 minutes.  Being rookies, we want to ease the time constraints to allow more competition.  This event is not part of the Sweepstakes Competition.
9. Please note that changes from previous meets are written in bold letters.

IV.  General:

A. All categories are subject to elimination if less than three (3) teams are registered to compete.  Schools already registered will be notified if any categories are eliminated and given the option to compete without awards or to withdraw from the category.

B. Squads must use the same marching members for the Inspection, Regulation, and Exhibition Phases, armed or unarmed, to be eligible for the Overall Sweepstakes Competition; to include their uniforms and weapons (if applicable).  Alternates may not replace team members once the competition starts, without Katella High School AI’s approval.  If an alternate is approved, he/she must participate in all events thereafter.  Color Guard can also be members of the competition squad.

C. Squad size is ten (10) to thirteen (13) marching members, to include the squad leader.  If a squad with ten members has a last minute injury or accident, Katella High School AI may authorize the team to compete with less than nine members.  However, the Army Instructor reserves the right to adjust their score if he/she notes an unfair advantage over other competing squads.

D. Outside assistance that may give a competing squad an unfair advantage is prohibited and is grounds to disqualify the team.  Those who provide outside assistance may be asked to leave the drill meet.

E. Only demilitarized weapons comparable to the M-1 Garand or the Springfield 1903 (in size and weight) will be used.  They will be “spot checked” for full weight for regulation events.  Armed exhibition must use demilitarized rifles. 

F. Any breach of weapon security (such as leaving a weapon unattended or unsecured) will result in the team’s immediate disqualification from competition and notification to their senior instructor.

G. Guidon Bearers are optional.  Their participation will add difficulty to the squad’s performance and they will be judged accordingly.  If used, they must participate in all phases of competition and the same person must remain as the Guidon Bearer throughout the competition.

H. The Judges will be a few select LET II, LET III and LET IV cadets from Katella High School.  For each phase of competition, the Head Judge will assess all timing, boundary and sequence violations, overall team performance, with assistance from one or two field judges.  Discrepancies presented by the Squad Leader or Team Commander (no one else) will be quickly resolved between the Head Judge and the Katella HS Army Instructor.

I. School programs may enter more than one team in any event.

J. For all Exhibition Phase Events, the teams or individuals are limited to the imagination and creativity of the participating teams, and use of the following are grounds for disqualification:

Lights

Fireworks

Other means of keeping cadence

Pyrotechnics
Music


Bayonets (with or without scabbards)

Throwing rifles or items over other cadets/midshipmen

K. There will be no refunds unless the drill meet is cancelled.

L. Responsibilities:

1. Squads/Teams are responsible for their own actions during the drill meet and will be held accountable for any damage that they cause.  Squad Leaders/Team Commanders are responsible to report any violations or damages caused by their squad members.

2. Katella High School is not responsible for any injuries sustained or damages incurred at the meet.

3. All cadets/midshipmen will be required to sign a Liability Clause Form before competing at Katella High School.  This form is for everyone’s protection.

4. School Advisors and JROTC designated leaders will be responsible for the control of their team/squad/individuals at all times.  We ask that JROTC Senior Instructors allow their Rookie Team Leaders to lead his/her school for that day and not let your senior leadership or Battalion Commander take over.  Give those Rookies a chance to shine and step up.  

M. Commander’s Call and Formation

1. Commander’s Call will be held at 0800 hours for all squad leaders or team commanders right at the Drill Meet Registration location (see Encl 4). Last minute changes or announcements, to resolve any discrepancies, introduce the judges and determine/verify order for competitions will be made. Those units unable to attend Commander’s Call will be assisted by the KHS Army Instructor.  

2. If you have any comments, special requirements, or questions about the basic methods in which the Rookies Drill Meet will be conducted, contact this office immediately. Any valid corrections will then be quickly disseminated to all participating schools.

3. 
Immediately after Commander’s Call, there will be an opening ceremony on the Drill Pads.  Schools will be organized with that school’s Rookie Team Leader in front of his/her unit.  

V. Inspection
A. All units will be inspected in the designated area for the first phase of competition. The Inspection Pad will be 30 feet by 30 feet.

  B.  Uniform and Equipment used will be the same for all phases of competition, including weapons.  All weapons must have slings. If slings must be taped for exhibition, they will be taped before Inspection Phase. The taping will be standardized according to the squad’s procedures.  If the bolts are inoperable for “Inspection Arms,” the teams will execute a modified “Port Arms” which includes the head movement.  Command of Recovery will be “Port, Arms” before proceeding.

Note:  Spare weapons may be carried by a designated team alternate and must be inspected by the Head Judge if it is necessary to use them.

D. Sequence for Inspection:

1. Each squad/team will be formed in three (3) elements for Inspection.

2. From the outer boundary of the Inspection Area, the Squad/Team Leader will request from the Head Judge permission to enter the Inspection Area, “Sir/Maam (Unit) High School Army/Navy/Air Force JROTC request permission to enter the Inspection Pad.”

3. Upon receiving approval from the Head Judge, the Squad Leader will march the squad into the Inspection Area.

4. Team Leader will then form his squad for Inspection using proper commands and then return to a position centered on the Head Judge.

5. The Head Judge will inspect the Squad Leader or Team Commander, the Guidon Bearer (if present), and the first rank or element.  Two field judges will inspect the second and third ranks respectively.

E. Questions will be limited to the following:

Stationary and Marching Drill 
Weapons knowledge

Respective Chain of Command
Current events

Respective General Orders

Cadet Creed

School trivia (such as mascot, colors, etc)

F. Squads will follow basic military inspection procedures based on their respective Drill Manual.  

VI.  Regulation Drill

A. The Regulation Pad measures 80 feet by 80 feet.

B. From the outer boundary of the Drill Area, the Squad/Team Leader will request from the Head Judge permission to enter the Regulation Drill, “Sir/Maam (Unit) High School Army/Navy JROTC request permission to enter the Drill Pad.”

Upon receiving approval, the Squad Leader will march the squad on to the Regulation drill pad.  


C.  The start time will commence once the first team member crosses into the drill pad 

      area.  End time is when the last squad member exits the drill pad.  Allotted time will 

      be as follows:

1. Squads without Arms

4-6 minutes

2. Squads with Arms


6-8 minutes

Note: Five penalty points will be assessed over the time limit.

C. There is only one drill sequence, which will be followed exactly as printed.  (Unarmed Regulation Drill is listed in Annex 1 and Armed Regulation Drill is listed in Annex 2).  The sequence gives the movements only.  The proper command should be taken from the appropriate service drill manual.  Each command will be held for at least four (4) marching steps.  As the team marches onto the Drill Pad, each team leader must determine their start position to ensure they can execute all commands in the drill pad.  Hint:  Team Leaders should use the entire drill pad to ensure their unit can execute all commands inside the drill pad.  10 penalty points assessed for dropped rifles.
 Note:  Five (5) penalty points will be assessed for movements added, omitted, and for commands out of sequence, up to a total of 30 points.  Squad Leader may opt to use notes but will be assessed 10 penalty points.

D. Boundary:  The squad may cross the drill pad at any point when it enters or exits the drill pad, but any other boundary crossings will be penalized. 

Note:  5 penalty points will be assessed if the squad crosses the boundary during its drill movements, other than entering or exiting.  
E. Judging:  Three (3) judges will circulate about the drill pad to best evaluate the squad and will note any boundary violations. The Head Judge will time the event.

Note:  There will be 20 more points for squads that perform regulation with arms than 

           without arms.

VII.   Exhibition Drill
A. The Exhibition Drill Area measures 80 feet by 80 feet.  

B. From the outer boundary of the Drill Area, the Squad/Team Leader will request from the Head Judge permission to enter the Exhibition Drill Area, “Sir/Maam, (Unit) High School Army/Navy JROTC request permission to enter the Drill Pad.”

Upon receiving approval, the Squad Leader will return to his squad and march them on to the drill pad.  
C. End time is when the last squad member exits the drill pad.  Allotted time will 

       be as follows:

1. Squads without Arms

1-3 minutes

2. Squads with Arms


2-4 minutes

Note:  One penalty point will be assessed for every second over or under the time limit up 

            to 60 penalty points.
D. Boundary:  The squad may enter the at any point when it enters the drill pad and
when it exits, but any other boundary crossings will be penalized.   As the team marches onto the Drill Pad, each team leader must determine their start position to ensure they can execute all movements in the drill pad.  Hint:  Team Leaders use the entire drill pad to ensure their unit can execute all commands inside the drill pad.

Note: Five (5) penalty points will be assessed each time any part of the squad crosses the boundary.

E.   Judging: Three (3) judges will circulate about the drill pad to best evaluate the 

Squad and will note any boundary violations. The Head Judge and one Field Judge will time the event. 

Note: There will be 20 more points for squads that perform exhibition with arms than         without arms.

VIII.   Color Guard
A.  The Color Guard Drill Pad will be 42 feet by 58 feet, marked off legibly.  

B. To be eligible for this competition, the Color Guard Team (4 members) must use weapons accepted for use in a squad with arms category.  

C. Each team will execute the sequence of movements specified in Annex 3.  These are the only movements allowed. The entire sequence will be conducted on the drill pad. The team must use the equivalent commands specified in the appropriate service manual.  
Note: Five (5) penalty points will be assessed for each movement added, omitted, or out of sequence, up to a total of 20 penalty points.
E. From the outer boundary of the Drill Area, the Squad/Team Leader will request from the Head Judge permission to enter the Color Guard Drill Pad as such, ”Sir/Maam (Unit) High School Army/Navy JROTC request permission to enter the Drill Pad.”

Upon receiving approval, the Squad Leader will return to his squad and march them 

on to the drill pad.  Color Guard Team Leader will ensure the flags are uncased before continuing with the sequence.  

Note:  Navy and USMC JROTC do not uncase colors but have the option to “Uncase and Case Colors.”  Those schools that do uncase and case will be given extra points based on performance for “Uncasing/Casing Colors.” 

D. Time begins when the team enters the drill pad and ends when the Color Guard Commander checks out with the Head Judge.  Maximum time limit is 6 - 8 minutes.  Note: One (1) penalty point will be assessed for each second over or under the time limit, up to a total of 60 penalty points.

E. Boundary:  Eyes, Right” markers (cones) will be on the drill pad.  The commands before and including the first “Forward, March” will be given off the drill pad.  The team may cross the boundary at any point when it enters the drill pad and when it exits, but all other boundary crossings will be penalized.  

Note:  Five penalty points will be assessed each time any part of the team crosses the boundary.  Two penalty points will be assessed if the team misses the “Eyes Right” marker.
F. This is a single-phase event.  One Head Judge and one Field Judge will do the evaluation.  Both judges will circulate about the field to best evaluate the color guard team.  However, the Head Judge will position himself centered on the “Eyes Right” markers for the appropriate sequence.

Note:  Team is disqualified if the US flag touches the ground at any given time during the performance.  Teams who want to practice prior to their performance are asked to have the Colors cased.

IX.  Individual Armed Exhibition
A.   From the outer boundary of the Drill Area, the Squad/Team Leader will request to the Head Judge permission to enter the Drill Area as such, ”Sir/Maam, Cadet ______ of (Unit) High School Army/Navy JROTC request permission to enter the Drill Pad.”  Prior to the start of the team exhibition sequence.  It is mandatory for that individual to report in and out to the Head Judge.

B.  Timing for this event begins when that first person crosses the boundary and ends when he/she exits the drill pad. The drill sequence must be 2-3 minutes.  Note: One penalty point will be assessed for every second over or under the time limit.

C.  Boundary:  The Drill Pad will be 42 feet by 58 feet, marked off legibly. The Team member may cross the boundary at any point when it enters the drill pad and when it exits, but any other boundary crossings will be penalized.   Note: Five (5) penalty points will be assessed each time he/she crosses the boundary, to a total of 60 penalty points.
D.   Judging: Two judges will circulate about the drill pad to best evaluate the team and  note any boundary violations. The Head Judge and one Field Judge will time the event. The team member(s) will be judged on his/her Military Bearing, Posture, Position, Difficulty of movements, Creativity and Originality.

XI.  Sweepstakes:
A. For a squad to be eligible for the Sweepstakes Award, that squad must enter in all six phases of competition: Inspection, Regulation Drill, Exhibition Drill, Armed and Unarmed and for Color Guard. The Sweepstakes winner is a composite of the normalized scores. The squad with the most points will be awarded the Sweepstakes Trophy.

B. Each phase of the competition is weighed equally toward the final scoring.

XII.  Tap Out

A. Any number of squad/team members may enter this competition.  There will be Armed and Unarmed categories.  All competitors must be in their unit uniform.  

B. The Commands to be used are listed in Annex 4.  There will be no formal inspection.  

The competitors will be given practice commands prior to the start of the competition.  

Competitors will execute movements as stated in the drill manual.  Any member 
failing to execute the command in a proper manner and complete it in a proper stance   

will be Tapped Out.

C. Very important, sportsmanship is the key.  Those tapped out motivate others still competing.

XIII. Scoring

A. Raw scores for each separate phase of competition will be computed and normalized.

B. Sweepstakes score is determined by adding the seven scored events.

C. Score sheets will be forwarded to the appropriate schools shortly after the competition, if requested.
